 The baccalaureate degree major of the teacher and any other graduate certification or degree 

held by the teacher, and the field of discipline of the certification or degree.  
 Whether your child is provided services by paraprofessionals, and, if so, their qualifications. 
 
You will be notified in writing if your child has been assigned or has been taught for more than 
four (4) consecutive weeks by a teacher who has not met the above stated criteria. 
 
The FSA results for the 2017-2018 school year, for students in grades 3-10 will be distributed 
when the district receives them from DOE.

What is Title I? 
Title I is a federally funded program designed to 
address the academic needs of students and to 
assist them in meeting the state’s high standards.
